THIS year the field school will be focusing on excavating and recording the remains of the Jacobean Range
at Dilston Castle, near Hexham, Northumberland. The Castle and its associated group of historic
buildings have a history stretching back about 800 years. The romantic and melancholy story of the 3rd Earl of
Derwentwater, who was executed in 1716 for his part in the Jacobite Rebellion of 1715 still dominates the
public perception of the site. There is a growing concern about the need for the conservation of the buildings
and of the dramatic landscape setting of parklands, escarpment woodland and riverbanks.
